Venue: Jacobson Park in Lexington Kentucky.

General: Regatta for Sunfish on a lake where gasoline engines are not permitted. Local club Sunfish can be used but need to be reserved so we know how many to bring.

Rules: The Regatta shall be governed by the racing rules of US sailing (25-29) and the class rules of the Sunfish except any of these that are altered by the sailing instructions. 

Entry eligibility: The event is open to skippers of Sunfish who register before the skippers meeting. Sunfish, CRSA, or other club or sailing association membership is recommended but not required.

Registration: Pre-Register on the CRSA website -final registration/ waiver signature at the event will be required to participate. 
 Schedule:   Sunday, April 19, 2026
 Early arrival: 9:00- 9:30 am  
 Registration and rigging: 9:00- 10:15 am (light breakfast/coffee)
Skippers meeting: 10:15 -10:30 am
Warning signal: Race 1 is at 11:00 am
Races 2-7, or possibly more, are to be determined by the Race Committee (2:45) vote on more races, majority rules).
Target time to be off the water is 3:30 but can vary if more races agreed to (see above)
3:45 - 5:00 festivities food and socializing (awards will be presented at 4:20 or before)

 Scoring and awards: Boats will be scored using the low point system. One race will constitute a regatta.  If 6 or more races sailed -one throw out. Races begin with 5-minute starts using flags and horn. Top three will receive recognition.  Top youth under 16 years old will be recognized.

 60.4 Protest Validity in the 2025 Rules: (a) A protest is invalid (2) if it is from a boat that alleges a breach of a rule of Part 2 or rule 31, but she was not involved in it, or did not see the incident, or The logic of 60.4(a) is complex and contains double negatives that are hard to interpret. A careful read of rule 60.4(a)(2) says that a protest is “invalid” if the boat “was not involved in it”OR “did not see the incident.” So, if either one of those criteria is true, then the protest is invalid. This means that if a boat is not involved in an incident, her protest should be found invalid, whether or not she saw the incident. This is a significant and unintentional change inprotest validity. For example, Boat A touches a mark and does not take a penalty. There is no related Part 2 incident. A couple of boat lengths behind A, Boat B sees A hit the mark and files a protest. Even if boat B’s protest complies with the requirements of 60.4(a)(1), the current wording of 60.4(a)(2) means that this protest should be found invalid because, even though B saw the incident, she was not involved in it. The problem is that many protests valid under the 2021- 2024 Racing Rules will no longer be valid under the 2025-2028 Racing Rules. We feel strongly that this is a MAJOR PROBLEM. We recommend implementing this change immediately. To remedy this, include the following in your Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions: 1.x - Rule 60.4(a)(2) is changed as follows: (2) if it alleges a breach of a rule of Part 2 or rule 31and is from a boat that was not involved in, and did not see, the incident, or
